Laurie Horam neverthought of himself as musical. At home, his dad never listened to music, whileone of his boarding school teachers labelled him tone deaf. But last month hestarted to busk. And while he accompanies on harmonica (口琴) his guitar -playing friend Alan Eaton, people clap, dance and throw coins into Alan’sguitar case for the local food bank. Horam caught himself thinking: “How, atthe age of 80, do I come to be playing music to people on the streets ofBrad-ford?”
The questionpreoccupied him, because, some years ago at a family gathering, Gavin, one ofhis children, said, “You know what, Dad? It can’t be coincidental. We must havegot our natural abilities and interest from you.” He has three sons, twodaughters and a stepson from two marriages; between them, they cover a range ofinstruments and genres from techno to rock. Horam was floored. “There can’t bemusic in me, because I can’t play!”, he said.
Eight years ago,Horam, a retired civil servant, was driving back from a trip to the Yorkshirecoast with his eldest son, Gavin, who was visiting from Canada. Cavin wanted tostop at a music shop. He walked out and said, “Here you are. I bought this foryou, Dad. It’s a harmonica. I’ll try to show you how to play a bit.”
They went to a localpub. Gavin played guitar and Laurie sat in the corner with his harmonica,trying to make a sound that no one would hear. After six months, he was invitedinto the group. Unable to read music, he discovered a talent for improvisation(即兴表演),responding to a note within a millisecond without batting an eyelid. “I don’tplay by ear. I play by heart.” Actually, Horam says, “My harmonica plays me -how I feel, what I am, what I’ve been.”
Music has enrichedlife with friendship and made Horam feel “part of something much bigger” thanhimself. “At a time when the scope of life might be shrinking, mine isexpanding,” he says. “Maybe we never know completely who we are or what we cando.”

Could adaily walk be even better for our health than we thought? Several new studiesshow that walking not only burns fat, but also boosts longevity (长寿)and hasa dramatic anti-ageing effect on the body.
In thelatest of these findings, due to be published in the journal CommunicationsBiology in the next few weeks, Thomas Yates, a professor at the University ofLeicester, showed that walkers who adopt a quick pace can have a biological age15 years younger than those who take their time. Yates and his team looked atthe length of telomeres (端粒)of chromosomes(染色体)in 405,981 middle-agedadults in the UK. As we grow older, our telomeres shorten, which results inaccelerated cell ageing. “If we can keep them long for as long as possible, itacts as a buffer against ageing,” says Yates.
Theirfindings follow a review and analysis of 15 studies on walking involving almost50,000 people that was published this week. Amanda Paluch at the University ofMassachusetts Amhers confirmed that daily walking improves health andlongevity, but more daily steps are better only up to a point. For adults under60, Paluch showed a daily total of 8,000-10,000 steps was best for reducingrisk of early death, while 6,000-8,000 steps was enough for the over-60s.
Walkinghas also recently been shown to strengthen the blood flow to the brain. In oneof the largest studies, researchers revealed that 20 minutes of quick walkingmost days from middle age onwards will lower the risk of dementia (痴呆).Professor Edward Zamrini says, “The idea that you can reduce your risk forAlzheimer's disease by simply increasing your activity is very promising.”
Even inpeople with some existing age-related memory damage, walking can work wonders,as a year-long study in the Journal of Alzheimer's Disease showed. “Walking isby far the best medicine we have for a healthy life,”says Yates.

In his1930 essay "Economic Possibilities for our Grandchildren". JohnKeynes. a famous economist, wrote that human needs fall into two classes:absolute needs, which are independent of what others have, and relative needs.which make us feel superior to our fellows．He thought that although relativeneeds may indeed be insatiable（无法满足的), this is not true of absolute needs。
Keyneswas surely correct that only a small Part of total spending is decided by thedesire for superiority. He was greatly mistaken, however, in seeing this desireas the only source of insatiable demands.
Decisionsto spend are also driven by ideas of quality which can influence the demandsfor almost all goods, including even basic goods like food. When a couple goesout for an anniversary dinner, for example, the thought of feeling superior toothers probably never comes to them. Their goal is to share a special meal thatstands out from other meals.
There areno obvious limits to the escalation of demand for quality. For example,Porsche, a famous car producer, has a model which was considered perhaps thebest sport car on the market. Priced at over ＄ 120,000. it handles perfectlywell and has great speed acceleration. But in 2001. the producer introducedsome changes which made the model slightly better in handling and acceleration.People who really care about cars find these small improvements exciting. Toget them, however. they must pay almost four times the price.
Byplacing the desire to be superior to others at the heart of his description ofinsatiable demands, Keynes actually reduced such demands. However, the desirefor higher quality has no natural limits.
